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EXPLANATORY NOTE

The purpose of compiling and publishing this abstract is to provide data relating
general basic situation and major accomplishments of the township so as to facilitate
the related organizations concerned in executing their public functions.

All data contained in this abstract are either provided by various offices of the
municipal government in the form of statistical reports or the results of
investigations from people and that made by the Division of Budget, Accounting and
Statistics with deep hope of perfect data, there are some picked from other
periodicals.

A total of 54 tables have been compiled in and the data contained in this abstract are
classified into 11 categories, they are: Land, Population, Administrative Organization,
Agriculture, Forestry, Fishery and Animal Husbandry, Industry, Commerce And
Township Construction, Finance and Monetary Affairs, Education and Culture,
Health, Environmental Protection, Social Welfare and Social Security. Analysis in the
preceding chapter before various statistical tables to develop users' realization.

The figures contained in this abstract are mainly preferred to the year of 2022 and the
data from 2013 through 2022 are also listed. Any differences of the figures in the
previous editions are subject to this revision. Examining these comparisons makes us
know the tendency in the future.
